It is, on the
contrary, quite selfish, looking only for its own needs
and wants. But when it was trained to say “Thank you”
for any favor done to it, it grows up well-mannered and
pleasing to all. The Holy Father once visited an
orphanage in Rome and one little tot was so pleased
that she offered to the Pope what she treasured most:
her little doll. What a beautiful act of a child! A grateful
heart.

In this weekend's second reading, it shows us the
immense love of God pouring itself out in abundant
favor toward his People. It is St. Paul's hymn of
